The project marks the second collaboration in Western Australia between Malkin, Stallings
and Perth-based Chambers. They recently produced the darkly comedic thriller KILL ME
THREE TIMES. It had its world premiere in Official Selection at the Toronto International
Film Festival, where it sold to over 70 countries, including Magnolia for the US and Universal
Pictures International for a basket of major territories that includes the UK and Germany. The
film stars Simon Pegg, Sullivan Stapleton, Alice Braga, Teresa Palmer, Callan Mulvey, Luke
Hemsworth and Bryan Brown. KILL ME THREE TIMES has been nominated for Best Picture
at the Screen Producers Australia Awards and the WA Screen Awards. Its transmedia story
extension was also nominated for a Mumbrella BE Fest Award for Best Branded
Entertainment (Fiction).

Prior to her work as a producer Chambers was the CEO of Screen NSW and ScreenWest.
Malkin and Stallings have produced a number of independent and studio pictures, including
